Note
The brief will be publicly-released and made available for consultation in reading rooms and the BAPE website; thus, you should not include personal information, unless it is useful to support arguments developed in the brief.

Personal information, such as address and telephone numbers, is essential for linking the brief to its author. A brief submitted without this information will not be taken into account. Personal information must be submitted on a separate page in order to ensure the confidentiality of this information.

The brief must be written in a spirit of respect for the other participants. It must not contain any remarks that may compromise the dignity, honour, reputation or private life of individuals.

If the brief contains photos making it possible to identify individuals, the photos will be removed.

The brief must be paginated and, if it is lengthy, you are advised to inclose a one-page summary.
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
